* 4. Explain the concept and history behind your innovation program. (Please limit responses to 100 words.) 
Today, health care systems do not represent their clinical data in the same way. This means when a patient sees a new doctor, the data transfer from one EHR system to another may be incompatible, incomplete, or contain errors, leading to real safety concerns. Solor, founded by Dr. Campbell, serves to integrate health care terminology data, addressing a key challenge in health care interoperability that currently requires a manual mapping process, which is costly and error-prone. Solor can overcome this issue by transforming and simplifying the representation of clinical data, while also retaining its semantic meaning when transferred.

* 5. What is the most innovative aspect of this program? (Please limit responses to 100 words.) 
By using open source software for this transformation, Solor enables developers to collaborate and convert any user-supplied terminologies into a single, shareable model. This dramatic simplification represents a paradigm shift in how developers consume terminology, and thereby enables collaborative improvement in medical knowledge and patient safety. As the VA is transforming towards a high reliability model, Solor is working to integrate its concepts within HL7 FHIR terminology services to facilitate accurate and timely clinical data exchanges between providers and other stakeholders. Currently, there is no existing solution like Solor. 

* 6. What were the results of this program? (Please limit responses to 100 words.) 
Solor has partnered with a multitude of health care organizations across Federal Government agencies such as the Food and Drug Administration (FDA), Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS), Social Security Administration (SSA), and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), as well as private sector companies such as Book Zurman, Clinical Architecture, Digital Bridge, Intermountain Healthcare, and Wolters Kluwer, to support their use of Solor to improve patient safety. Recently, several device manufacturers have shared their LOINC to vendor IVD (LIVD) data with the Solor Team to validate the proof of concept for how Solor can help them integrate and manage their data catalogues. Collaboration with FDA SHIELD is a Health Services Platform Consortium (HSPC) priority.
